We process your personal information for a variety of reasons, depending on how you interact with our
Services, including:

4. WHEN AND WITH WHOM DO WE SHARE YOUR PERSONAL INFORMATION?

In Short: We may share information in specific situations described in this section and/or with the following third

We may need to share your personal information in the following situations:

Business Transfers. We may share or transfer your information in connection with, or during negotiations of,

6. DO WE COLLECT INFORMATION FROM MINORS?

In Short: We do not knowingly collect data from or market to children under 18 years of age.

We do not knowingly collect, solicit data from, or market to children under 18 years of age, nor do we knowingly sell

such personal information. By using the Services, you represent that you are at least 18 or that you are the parent or

guardian of such a minor and consent to such minor dependent’s use of the Services.

Withdrawing your consent: If we are relying on your consent to process your personal information, which may be

express and/or implied consent depending on the applicable law, you have the right to withdraw your consent at any

time. You can withdraw your consent at any time by contacting us by using the contact details provided in the

section 'HOW CAN YOU CONTACT US ABOUT THIS NOTICE?' below.

However, please note that this will not affect the lawfulness of the processing before its withdrawal nor, when

applicable law allows, will it affect the processing of your personal information conducted in reliance on lawful

processing grounds other than consent.

Appeals

Under certain US state data protection laws, if we decline to take action regarding your request, you may appeal our 

decision by emailing us at justin@justindaludado.live.
